LONDON: BLAKE BALLET FOR LUNCH 

At lunch time on 6, I, 13, and 14 July 1982 the 
City of London Festival included performances of 
a b a l l e t , Songs & Proverbs of William Blake, cho-
reographed by Erica Knighton to the song cycle of 
the same name by Benjamin B r i t t en . The select ion 
of words fo r the cycle was made by Peter Pears. 
About twenty-two minutes in performance, the ba l l e t 
was performed by two dancers--Anna McCartney, from 
the Scott ish Ba l l e t , and Christopher Blagdon, from 
the B r i t i s h B a l l e t - - i n simple costumes based on 
Blake's drawings. The choreography is said to 
have been based in large part on Blake's drawings 
as we l l . The music was performed l i v e at each of 
the performances by Stewart Buchanan (bari tone) and 
Paul Webster (piano). Further information might 
be obtained from Erica Knighton, the choreographer 
(32, Fellows Rd., London N.W. 3) . 

THE ROMANTIC SELF 

Morris Eaves and Michael Fischer are team-teaching 
a year-long course on "The Romantic Sel f" at the 
Universi ty of New Mexico during 1982-83. The course 
is about the relationshiDS between romanticism and 
contemporary c r i t i c a l theory. The f i r s t semester, 
which focuses on the h is to r i ca l contest between neo-
classical and romantic theories of a r t , lays the 
groundwork for the second semester, which focuses 
on recent movements in c r i t i c a l theory.

Each v i s i t o r w i l l attend two class sessions 
and del iver a public lec ture . 
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
